User Challenges

Ensure credibility for businesses

With the “validate feature” designed for the prosumers, all community members could help each other having a better and 
more creditable experience on the platform. (this feature is set to be released in version 1.0 of the product and is not 
presented in the MVP version)

Different types of users

Having a minimal design, with a lot of helpful documents and a complete guid of the software, ensured a pleasant experience 
for all sort of users.

Determine user-business interactions

For the mvp version, the interactions are limited to send messages and vouch a business. However there are multiple logics 
designed to add to the interactions between users and business in the upcoming versions.

Transition to the new platform

Having a seamless transition to the new platform was not possible due to the difference structure in the way that the new 
data base is designed. However many elements have remained the same so that BO and PSM could be immigration to the 
new platform with no discomfort.

A mobile-first approach was adopted based on 
research data. The design featured a minimalistic approach, considering the lack of brand identity and a brand book during that phase.

Low fidelity design and testing (Iteration)
Low-fidelity designs were created using Figma, focusing on important sections. Testing involved a diverse set of users, including business owners, 
freelancers, and regular users. Scenarios such as reporting false businesses were simulated to validate the design. Admin panel design and testing were 
equally important, ensuring a seamless user and admin experience.

Beside user testing, feedbacks on the low fidelity designs were 
given by the Project manager on the go. These sort of feedbacks 
were mostly about user experience, flows and the core logical 
functions of the software.

A/B testing Data - Potential business owner

I like the fact that all sort of explanations are presented to me, helping me in each step of creating my business 
account, but sometimes there are just too many explanations, some of them are not really important to me, 
maybe having less text explaining things would be better.

User Testing Data - Potential Prosumer

 I am used to using instagram on a daily basis, I do a lot of searches there, the fact that explore and the search 
page are combined there makes it easier for me. I don't like the idea that search and explore page are 
separated.

Changes were applied based on the comments and early feedbacks from the project manager and user testings with potential users on 
the project. For some features of  the product, 2 or 3 iterations were designed to solve a specific problem, A/B testing were applied and 
the winning iterations were selected to be designed in the High fidelity stated.

All the gathered data in the testing was documented. Many issues flow issues were fixed after user testings. Also the absence of some 
mentioned features were noted as well and they were planned to be designed and lunch in next versions of the software.
